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Grants up to $20,000 are available for community-based charitable organizations1 working in arts and culture, education, health and human services, recreation, and the environment, committed to neighbourhood development that partner with Local Planning Teams to meet specific actions in the neighbourhood plans. In addition, the Foundation is interested in innovative projects/initiatives that are aimed at increasing the number of students (Grade 6 to adult)  from low-income families who are prepared to enter and succeed in postsecondary education/training.

It is important to note that receipt of a Neighbourhood Action Plan Implementation grant requires an in-kind commitment of time by the grantee to be an active and engaged participant in the Local Planning Team and / or in the ongoing development of the neighbourhood hub.
Neighbourhood Action Grants are available in the following HCF designated hubs: Keith, Gibson/Lansdale (GALA), Crown Point, McQuesten, Riverdale, Davis Creek, Sherman and Jamesville.
If you are a charitable organization wishing to apply for a Neighbourhood Action Grant, please complete the NAG Application for submission to HCF by 4:30 p.m. on September 15, 2014.  
Applications are posted on our website.  They can be completed on-line BUT MUST BE SUBMITTED IN HARD COPY (2 COPIES).  All applications for each hub should be submitted in one package.  Please note that late applications cannot be accepted.
